PREFACE
The Program Status Report (PSR) is the means by which the results of financial operations, the statement of financial position and enrollment are presented by the contractor to the department. The PSR is also both the OEC-CDC PSR, as revised, and its accompanying Enrollee Roster Report, OEC-CDC PSR-Enrollee Roster, as revised. The following principles and standards shall apply in the preparation of the report:
1. The OEC-CDC PSR shall, for the period covered:

a. Accurately reflect the results of all financial transactions;

b. Disclose all essential financial data; and

c. Contain such other information as bears directly on the financial operation and condition of the program.

2. Financial data in each report shall be taken directly from accounting records and must have adequate supporting documentation.

3. Supporting documentation shall include enrollment records, family income information, calculations, attendance reports and may include accountant's worksheets. When supporting documentation is used that documentation shall be retained for review and reference at time of audit.
4. The final OEC-CDC PSR in any program year shall include accruals, if any. If accruals are not recorded in the General Ledger, entries to record such accruals may be made on the accountant's worksheets.
OEC-CDC PSR INSTRUCTIONS
OEC-CDC PSR GENERAL REQUIREMENTS
The OEC-CDC PSR is packaged in an Excel workbook which contains five separate documents (the PSR summary page, the PSR-Enrollee Roster, the current weekly reimbursement rates, SMI and FPL Thresholds, and Submission Schedule. This workbook may be obtained by e-mailing Annette Carbone at annette.carbone@ct.gov. 

This workbook will serve as the basis for reporting throughout the fiscal year.  It is the responsibility of the contractor to update these forms with the correct reporting periods – now facilitated by a drop down list. 

Contractors shall include all enrollees served in contracted (state-funded) spaces during the reporting period. The number of enrollees claimed during any reporting period cannot exceed the number of contracted spaces for each category of service, regardless of the number of enrollees served in any month.
Contractors with centers in more than one OEC Service Region shall complete and submit a separate OEC-CDC PSR and PSR-Enrollee Roster for each region, and a composite OEC-CDC PSR and PSR-Enrollee Roster that combines the information for all regions. Contractors that subcontract shall complete a separate OEC-CDC PSR and PSR-Enrollee Roster for each subcontractor, OEC-CDC PSR and PSR-Enrollee Roster for the services they provide directly AND A COMPOSITE OEC-CDC PSR and PSR-Enrollee Roster which combines the information for all. 
OEC-CDC PSR REVISIONS
Revisions to OEC-CDC PSR may be submitted on the following conditions:
1. The revision is submitted before the submission of the next period’s report (e.g., if the Week 13 report has been submitted then the Week 8 report cannot be revised).
2. Revisions, filed before the submission of the next period’s report, include a detailed explanation of the reason(s) for the revision. This does not apply to corrections submitted at the request of OEC as a part of its review of submitted reports.

PAYMENTS
The OEC-CDC PSR and PSR-Enrollee Roster are the basis for determining payments. Initial payments will be made upon contract execution. The anticipated dates of scheduled payments can be found in the cover letter accompanying the most recently fully executed contract or contract amendment. Determination of the appropriateness of the scheduled payments will be made based on the submission of reports.
During the term of the contract, the OEC may issue more payments than those scheduled or may combine payments. The OEC also reserves the right to adjust payments based on the availability of funds.
REPORT SUBMISSION
The OEC-CDC PSR and PSR-Enrollee Roster must be completed electronically as part of the Excel workbook in which they were packaged, and submitted via the OEC’s Secure Email system to Annette Carbone at annette.carbone@ct.gov.  The report is not to be submitted as a PDF.

Signatures are not necessary; however, submission sign-off information is included in the PSR and should be completed. Submission by an authorized contractor employee or designee will be sufficient evidence of the report’s authenticity.
The report must be e-mailed via the OEC’s Secure Email system by the dates indicated in the Monthly Program Status Report Submission Schedule in Appendix A2.  Contractors that file reports late shall be subject to late penalties that shall not exceed 10% of the funds earned for the report period.
FINAL JUNE REPORT (END OF STATE FISCAL YEAR)
The final OEC-CDC PSR will include an additional due date to ensure that contractors have extra time to review all funds owed to them from parents or Care 4 Kids. Unlike all other OEC-CDC PSRs, the final report must be completed on the accrual basis (i.e., include payments received after June 30 but that are applicable to a prior contract time period).  A preliminary report with all other fields completed must be submitted by the 3rd Friday of July.
