PHYSICAL ENVIRONMENT O Emergency numbers current/posted

Your Checklist To Maintaining Regulatory Compliance

RESPONSIBILITIES OF PROVIDER
[0 Maintain licensed capacity at all times
O Regular capacity as listed on license
O Before/after school capacity

O No more than 2, under age 2, without
OEC approved staff present

[0 Written notification of change to OEC

O e.g.new household members, installation
of pools/ponds, major renovations, change
of customary business hours, criminal
convictions, health status changes

O Sufficient indoor/outdoor, age appropriate
play equipment in good repair
O Appropriate meals/snacks and liquids provided

O Flexible, balanced schedule to meet the needs
of all childrenin care

O Developmentally appropriate activities to meet
the needs of all children in care

[0 Safe sleep practices being followed for all
children under 12 months of age

O Infants placed to sleep on their back
O No blankets or stuffed toys in crib
O Tight fitting sheets

O Infants sleeping in a crib or other
piece of equipment designed for
infant sleep

O Individual care plans for children with special
health care needs

O Sanitary and frequent diaper changing
O Non-absorbent surface

[0 Regular communication with parents regarding
their child’s care

O Supervise children at all times

[0 Developmentally appropriate
discipline techniques

O Understand responsibilities as a

[0 Ensure that universal precautions are exercised
to prevent the spread of illness and follow sick
child care guidelines

ADMINISTRATION OF MEDICATIONS

O If medications are administered, ensure that
curriculum and certificated of completion are
kept on file

O Ensure that all orders, prescriptions and parental
permissions are kept current and on file.

O All medications kept inaccessible to children
in care
